Rules on Electric Appliances Usage

I. A guest must observe the rules on electric appliances usage in the hotel. To ensure the safety of
everyguest it is prohibited to:

- use appliances that have external damage, malfunction;

- use damaged sockets, cord set with damaged insulation;

- allow children to use electric appliances;

- leave the hotel room, leaving plugged in appliances (except the refrigerator, mini-bar and socket
220V);

insert the plug into the outlet or touch an electrical appliance with wet hands and / or a wet wipe;

unplug from the network by pulling on the cord;

hang things to dry on appliances.

2. Use electrical exactly as prescribed.

3. Follow the procedure for the connecting of electrical devices to the network: connect the power
cord to the instrument first, and only then to the network. Disconnect in reverse order.

4. Do not attempt to repair or disassemble appliances.

5. Do not leave unattended operating electrical appliances.

6. We kindly request when leaving the room, remove a key card from its slot. All power supply will
automatically turn off (except the minibar, the refrigerator and the wall outlet with a sign 220 V). Please
do not put any foreign objects, including bankcards in the key card slot - this will result in your card
demagnetization, key card slot damage and power outages.

7. The rooms may not use tees and extension cords, and other electrical appliances, including
heating (electric kettle, iron, etc.), except when these devices are standard equipment of the rooms or
provided for use by the hotel staff.

8. Do not cover lighted floor lamps and table lamps objects made of flammable material.

9. Use appliances according to electrical engineering operation. Remember to turn off electrical
appliances after their use.

10. In the event of a malfunction of any equipment immediately inform the reception: extension
number: 0, 101.

11. If you are witness the fire of an appliance, unplug it, if it does not threaten your life and your health.
After that, leave the premises immediately and contact the staff of the hotel. In no case, do not flood
electrical appliances with water.

12. The iron can only be used in the ironing room next to No. 334.
