Rules of conduct in case of fire.
When placing in the hotel:

1. Look at your room window and orient yourself in a new environment.

2. Familiarize yourself with the evacuation plan in case of fire on the floor and in the room.

3. Learn where emergency exits are located in the hotel building

4. Find the location nearest to your number of fire alarm buttons and read the instructions for use.

5. Read the instructions for use of the air conditioning remote control, which is located in the
information folder.

6. Always put your room key in a prominent place and leaving the room, take it with you.

7. Do not leave unattended electrical appliances included. Leaving the room turn off them.
8. While in the room, do not use cooking appliances.

9. Do not bring or store room fire-hazardous substances, materials and flammable liquids.

In case of fire or combustion characteristics in your room:

1. Immediately report the event of a fire the administrator by phone 0.

2. Try to eliminate the hearth burning on their own, using his handy tools (the trash, filling it with
water, wet towels and bed linen).

3. If liquidate their own burning hearth impossible, turn off all electrical appliances, lighting, take
personal documents and leave the room, closing the door behind him.

4. Do not use the elevator.
5. Leaving the danger zone, proceed as directed by the hotel staff or fire.
If you can not leave the room:

1. If the smoke is visible from the outside, do not open the windows. If there is smoke, open the
window and call for help.

2. Turn off the air conditioner.
3. Turn off all electrical appliances.

4. Fill the water bath. Try to eliminate the burning hearth. If the door is hot, and the wall, use a
trash can as a fire bucket, watering them with water.

5. Use wet towels and sheets plug all the cracks in the door and vents.

6. In the case of the passage of smoke in your room, protect your nose and mouth with a wet towel,
bend down low or lie down on the floor. Wait for help and follow the instructions of the personnel.

Stay calm and do not panic!
